Special Board Meeting September 22, 2020

Consideration of Approval of 2020 Proposed Tax Rate, Review of No-New-Revenue and Voter-
Approval Tax Rate Calculations and Approval of Date to Adopt Tax Rate

ADMINISTRATION RECOMMENDATION/REPORT

The administration recommends that the Board of Trustees approve the proposed tax rate of
$0.169358 and planned adoption on October 5, 2020, and discuss the no-new-revenue, voter-
approval and proposed tax rate calculations. The proposed tax rate of $0.169358 is $0.008811
lower than last year’s 2019 adopted rate.

BACKGROUND

A taxing unit must calculate and publish its no-new-revenue and voter-approval tax rates before
adopting an actual rate. The purpose of this requirement is to make taxpayers aware of the tax
rate proposed and to allow taxpayers, in certain cases, to vote on a proposed tax increase.

The no-new-revenue tax rate, calculated to be $0.169358, is the rate that would provide the
taxing unit with about the same amount of revenue it received in the previous year. The total tax
rate for 2019 was $0.178169. The no-new-revenue tax rate is less than last year’s total tax rate
because the College’s certified tax values increased from 2019 to 2020. The debt tax rate is
slightly lower than last year’s rate due to the refinancing of general obligation bonds in FY 2019.

The voter-approval tax rate, calculated to be $0.178118, is the rate that would provide the taxing
unit with approximately the same amount of tax revenue it received the previous year, plus an
extra eight percent increase, in addition to sufficient funds to pay debts in the coming year. The
voter-approval tax rate is the highest tax rate allowed without voter approval.

IMPACT OF THIS ACTION

The proposed tax rate compares to the rate in the previous tax year as follows:

The Board of Trustees will discuss and approve a proposed tax rate. A public hearing is not
required since the proposed tax rate is equal to the no-new-revenue tax rate. Appropriate notices
will be placed on the College’s website and published in newspapers in compliance with the
Truth-in-Taxation, Property Tax Code, Chapter 26. On October 5, 2020, the Board will finalize
and adopt the 2020 tax rate.

The tax rate adoption is scheduled as follows:

The San Jacinto Community College Board will vote to adopt the 2020 tax rate at its
regularly scheduled meeting on Monday, October 5, 2020 at 7:00 p.m. in Room 104 of
the Thomas S. Sewell District Administration Building, 4624 Fairmont Parkway,
Pasadena, Texas.

BUDGET INFORMATION (INCLUDING ANY STAFFING IMPLICATIONS)

The proposed Maintenance and Operations tax rate for 2020 is $0.111738 per $100 assessed
valuation, generating approximately $1.7 million of tax revenue less than needed to support the
adopted fiscal year 2020-2021 (FY2021) unrestricted budget. Accordingly, administration will
bring a budget amendment forth at the October 5 regular meeting to reduce the FY2021 budget
by this amount.

The proposed Debt Service tax rate for 2020 is $0.057620 per $100 assessed valuation,
generating the approximate amount of tax revenue needed to meet debt payment obligations for
FY2021.

GENERAL INFORMATION: Tax Code Section 26.04(c) requires an officer or employee designated by the governing body to
calculate the no-new-revenue (NNR) tax rate and voter-approval tax rate for the taxing unit. These tax rates are expressed in dollars per
$100 of taxable value calculated. The calculation process starts after the chief appraiser deliversto the taxing unit the certified appraisa
roll and the estimated values of properties under protest. The designated officer or employee shall certify that the officer or employee has
accurately calculated the tax rates and used values shown for the certified appraisal roll or certified estimate. The officer or employee
submits the rates to the governing body by Aug. 7 or as soon thereafter as practicable.

School districts do not use this form, but instead use Comptroller For 50-859 Tax Rate Calculation Worksheet, School District without
Chapter 313 Agreements or Comptroller Form 50-884 Tax Rate Calculation Worksheet, School District with Chapter 313 Agreements.

Water districts as defined under Water Code Section 49.001(1) do use this form but instead use Comptroller Form 50-858 Water District
Voter-Approval Tax Rate Worksheet for Low Tax Rate and Developing Districts or Comptroller Form 50-860 Developed water
District Voter-Approval Tax Rate Worksheet.

The Comptroller's office provides this worksheet to assist taxing units in determining tax rates. The information provided in this
worksheet is offered as technical assistance and not legal advice. Taxing units should consult legal counsel for interpretations of law
regarding tax rate preparation and adoption.

STEP 1. No-New-Revenue Tax Rate

The NNR tax rate enables the public to evaluate the relationship between taxes for the prior year and for the current year based on atax
rate that would produce the same amount of taxes (no new taxes) if applied to the same properties that are taxed in both years.
When appraisal valuesincrease, the NNR tax rate should decrease.

The NNR tax rate for a county is the sum of the NNR tax rates calcul ated for each type of tax the county levies.

While uncommon, it is possible for ataxing unit to provide an exemption for only maintenance and operations taxes. In this case, the
taxing unit will need to calculate the NNR tax rate separately for the maintenance and operations tax and the debt tax, then add the two
components together.

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STEP 2: Voter-Approval Tax Rate

The voter-approval tax rate is the highest tax rate that a taxing unit may adopt without holding an election to seek voter approval of the
rate. The voter-approval tax rate is split into two separate rates:

1. Maintenance and Operations (M& O) Tax Rate: The M&O portion is the tax rate that is needed to raise the same amount of taxes
that the taxing unit levied in the prior year plus the applicable percentage allowed by law. This rate accounts for such things as salaries,
utilities and day-to-day operations.

2. Debt Rate: The debt rate includes the debt service necessary to pay the taxing unit's debt payments in the coming year. This rate
accounts for principal and interest on bonds and other debt secured by property tax revenue.

The voter-approval tax rate for a county is the sum of the voter-approval tax rates calculated for each type of tax the county levies. In
most cases the voter-approval tax rate exceeds the no-new-revenue tax rate, but occasionally decreasesin ataxing unit's debt service
will cause the NNR tax rate to be higher than the voter-approval tax rate.
